As a caricature, the message of Christianity before the 16th Century
Reformation was: we all know life is pretty hard, dull, and
meaningless, but God has given us CHURCH to liven it up, with
special people (priests), dramatic ceremonies (mass, pilgrimages,
saints days), and awesome places (magnificent churches and
cathedrals) where you can stick your head in the clouds and get away
from the ordinary stuff.

The Reformation rightly said no to this way of thinking. In Christ God
has entered into the ordinary stuff of life, in order to transform it. He
enables parents to be Christian parents, children to be Christian
children, employers to be Christian employers, and slaves to be
Christian slaves, not just doing the chores of life, but serving the Lord

of life. Colossians 3:23 (specifically addressed to slaves) says:
O0Whatever you do, wor k at it wi t
Lor d, not for men. o

Jesus himself goes even further. The woman at the well in John 4
asks where God is to be worshipped, in Gerizim (a place the
Samaritans venerated) or in Jerusalem (the Jewish temple site). But
Jesus says that true worshippers will worship God in spirit and in

truth. Il n other wor ds, i tos not
attitude to God in our spirits and our minds, in the whole of life.
So you can worship God by doing the washing-up when it 6 s

turn. By dragging yourself out to
and cold. By responding to that difficult neighbour with patience 1 yet
again. By doing that job at school, at the checkout, at Westlands, to
the best of your ability. By changing another nappy, cooking another
meal, hanging out another set of washing, knowing that God is
watching, and every action of our lives has value.
