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 A Letter from 

James Dudley-Smith (Rector) 
 

Dear friends 
 

On a conference in November, I met some amazing people. Berni runs a 

church meeting for deaf people in South East England. Joseph is a pastor in 

Singapore. Simon is a vicar in Sydney. Montaz is from Bangladesh, now 

working for a church in Kent. Sam is a pastor in South Africa, uniting black 

and white, rich and poor, in a new church in Pietermaritzburg. Harald is from 

Sweden, now pastor of an independent church in Reading. Adam is a church 

leader in Los Angeles. 
 

And Dragan é who is from Serbia. His brother was drowned in the Danube 

at the age of three, and their parents kept Dragan a prisoner indoors through 

his childhood, for fear of losing him too. He rebelled and joined a punk rock 

gang who drank and drugged themselves to mad excess. Until the leader was 

converted to Christ. And Dragan eventually felt the call of God on his own 

life, and is now a preacher and teacher, seeking to start a new church in his 

needy country. 
 

The conference was run by the Proclamation Trust (proctrust.org.uk). One of 

the themes of the week was scattering and gathering. The just punishment for 

sin is that God scatters us é e.g. the tower of Babel in Genesis 11. But the 

love of God for sinners causes him to gather us again, to himself and to one 

another. And he does that by sending Christ who, being lifted up on the 

cross, draws all kinds of people to himself (John 12:32). We were a mixed 

group on the conference, and we are a mixed group of people in St. Johnôs, in 

St. Andrewôs. But Christmas time reminds us that Jesus came to gather us to 

himself, and to gather us together. A couple from Nazareth, some shepherds 

from Bethlehem, some magi from the east, some old folk from the Jerusalem 

temple é these all gather around a baby. Because this baby is the Saviour, 

the Christ, the Lord. The One. 
 

He turns the drugged punk into a prayerful preacher. He turns the proud fool 

into a humble disciple. He turns the selfish bloke into a generous servant of 

others. I wonder what he has done in your life é or what he could do. He 

changes lives, and thatôs why we love him and serve him, and seek to order 
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our church life around his priorities. Thank you again for your faith, your 

work and prayers in 2009. We know he will be with us also in 2010.
