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An Interview with 

Tim Lewis 
  

 

Tim Lewis is the new Curate 
for the Parish.  

 

Tell us a bit about yourself, where you were born, where you grew up, 
your family, where God has led you to work, that sort of thing? 
My name is Tim Lewis, I'm the youngest of three children born to my mum 
and dad (both were School teachers and dad is now a School chaplain). Born 
in Sussex, we moved early on to Derbyshire and then to North Bedfordshire 
where I did most of my 'growing up'. Teenage years were full of sport, music 
and theatre, with faith in Jesus somewhere there in the mix. After a gap 
year working in a garden centre and then serving with SIM in Niger, I had 
my priorities straight for university: get stuck in with the CU and church, 
play some sport, music and do some work - no girlfriend for at least the first 
year! In 5th week of the first term Beth and I began going out. During my 
gap year and time at university I had felt strongly that full time Christian 
work was likely to be on the agenda, but I wasn't sure when or what. A Job 
at Monkton Combe School in Bath as a general dog's body (Chaplain's      
assistant, sports coach, house tutor, RE teacher etc.) for a year offered     
opportunities to explore vocations in teaching and Christian ministry. Beth 
and I married in October half-term of that year and she moved into our little 
flat in the boarding house. The year at Monkton turned into four, as I    
managed to wangle a full-time teaching post and some teacher training on 
the side. During this short spell of school's work it was the explicitly      
Christian stuff that I found myself most excited about. I loved the kids and 
the teaching, but reading the bible with a few boys each week, leading year 
group bible studies, speaking in CU and chapel, chatting to colleagues about 
God: these were the things which fired me up. The bible and people. A  
combination of passion, ability, other people suggesting it, testing and door 
pushing, proved to be the Spirit nudging me towards ordination. Thankfully 
the Church of England were in broad agreement with this assessment and I 
began at Wycliffe Hall in 2009, studying for a Masters in Applied Theology 
(having read Theology first time round at University).  
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At the moment a lot of my energy is poured into my priority (after my walk 
with Jesus) in life and ministry, my family: wife Beth and three girly girls: 
Amelie (3 in September), Olivia and Hetty (1).  
  
What is a Curate? 
Good question. I'm not particularly up on Church of England nomenclature. 
As I understand it a curate is someone who has care or cure of souls in the 
parish, but is usually used now to refer to an assistant clergyperson, as     
opposed to the boss or Vicar/Rector. Basically, as Curate I'll be doing what 
James tells me to (!!) and hoping to serve the parish in teaching the Bible 
and encouraging others in discipleship and bringing others in the             
community to know God through Jesus.  
 
How are you going to juggle being a Curate with having three girls? 
Ha! My girls are too big to juggle now. In terms of balancing family and work 
I'm sure it will be difficult. I firmly believe one of the best ways to serve a 
church family is to lead and serve my own family first. During little girl phase 
I will hope to be with the family from 5-7pm (at very least) every day and 
we'll have to juggle it around as they get older and routines change.  
  
If you could change one thing about the Church of England, what would it 
be?  
Don't hold back on the contentious issues! There are all sorts of fairly       
unimportant things which I would change if I had the choice, but I don't 
think you can be a minister in the Anglican Church without being happy to 
compromise on smaller, secondary issues (style of worship, wearing robes 
or not etc.). One fundamental thing I would love to see changed in the CofE 
is a renewed obedience and trust in the Word of God. At my ordination I 
will have to 'affirm and accordingly declare my belief in the faith which is 
revealed in the Holy Scriptures': it is a great shame and of huge significance 
when this biblical faith is not central to the Church's witness. 
  
How did you become a Christian? 
As a seven year old (on a Christian camp, reading a booklet with my         
parents) I committed my life to following Jesus who died for me in order 
that I might know God as Father and friend rather than foe. This faith has 
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remained, though it has been tested in various ways at different times.    
Humanly my parents are responsible for my initial faith and for nurturing it. 
Realistically it is all of God.  
  
Describe yourself in three words? 
Seven letter pronoun/family, people, talking 
  
What are your hobbies and interests outside of the church? 
I love sport, music, drama, reading theology/Christian books (not always the 
same thing). Recently I have learnt to love reading 'The Tiger Who Came to 
Tea'; watching 'In the Night Garden' and 'Peppa Pig'; and playing in the park. 
  
What is your favourite verse(s) from the Bible? 
I think the passage which has remained in the top ten for a long time 
(others come and go with different seasons of life) is Philippians 3:7-11. 
Here are the first couple of verses: "But whatever was to my profit I now 
consider loss for the sake of Christ. What is more I consider everything a 
loss compared to the surpassing greatness of knowing Christ Jesus my Lord, 
for whose sake I have lost all things. I consider them rubbish that I may gain 
Christ..." 
  
What is your favourite film? 
Impossible question to answer consistently: currently 'Life is Beautiful' (La 
Vita e Bella). 
  
What kind of music do you like to listen to? 
Almost everything. I have never really got the intensity of heavy metal, but 
other than that nearly everything. Pop, indie, classical, jazz, soul, guitar 
stuff... 
  
What do you hope to achieve in your time as our Curate? 
Dangerous question to answer! I'd like to grow deeper in my relationship 
with God; I'd like my girls to love Jesus; I'd like to be faithful in discharging 
the duties of a minister, in preaching and all else that comes with the       
territory; I'd love to help others along the way have a real desire to learn 
from God and about God in the Bible, to love the community around us by

Dear friends,  

 

Mummy: Simon, walk on the pavement! 
Simon: What's a pavement? 
 

Our time in Europe has been ñback to the oldò for Marc and me, but ñon with the 
newò for our boys! We are very grateful for the ease with which our boys have 
adapted. We will have slept in at least 15 different places, sometimes for only one 
night, and have met a huge number of people our boys didn't know. But they have 
enjoyed meeting these people, playing with lots of different toys and visiting local 
playgrounds (many more than 15!). 
 

It has been an extremely busy time for us, but we have been getting a lot out of it. 
Not only do we love to tell people about what God has been doing in Benin, but it 
has been great to catch up with friends and church folk face-to-face. And although it 
wasn't holiday time for us, we can't complain about having had to visit places like 
Gap, in the French Alps, or Orange, in the South of France, where SIM France have 
their headquarters. We have also appreciated going to French and English 
churches and worshipping in those languages ï a refreshing change after the effort 
of concentrating to understand a service in Monkolé every Sunday! 
 

We very much enjoyed our weekend with St Andrew's and St John's in May. Thank 
you for your warm welcome. 
 

Several people asked us if we would be able to have some holiday time while in the 
UK, and we're happy to say that the answer is yes! We spent a week in a cottage in 
North Wales, and had some wonderful weather and days out. It was lovely to put all 
thoughts of presentations, travel plans and admin out of our heads and relax in such 
beautiful surroundings. 
 

By the time you read this we will be back in Benin, and we would value your prayers 
for our re-installation there! The heat and humidity are likely to be a bit of a shock to 
the system, and we will have a week or so in Parakou (mission meetings) before we 
return home to our house in the village of Pèdè. 
 

That could be a little unsettling in itself, but we will also have the question of how 
our solar power system in Pèdè is holding up. Our batteries may have been       
completely cleaned out and re-filled during our absence, and if so we are hoping 
that this will mean they function better. But we do need to prepare ourselves for a bit 
of a rocky start as far as our electricity is concerned, as we also don't know how the 
generator will be after our time away. 
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But we aren't intending to spend all our time worrying about the electricity! We have 
now finished our period of full-time language learning, and both we and the pastor 
feel that we have now attained an adequate level of Monkolé to begin our work. I 
am hoping to get the translation team up and running again as soon as possible, 
and we would appreciate prayer that we would be able to find another Monkolé 
translator. At the moment our Pastor Samuel is the only one, and he of course has 
many other responsibilities as the only Monkolé pastor. 
 

Marc is planning to begin work preparing lessons in Monkolé for the Dry Season 
Bible School (to be held in March 2012) but also has another challenge on his plate. 
From September he is going to begin home-schooling Simon. Benjy will remain at 
home with a lady from the village (probably the pastor's wife) while the other three of 
us are working! Please do pray for the practical side of organising all of this, and 
also for a good classroom relationship for Marc and Simon ï Simon slowly seems to 
be coming round to the idea of school but has never been enthusiastic about it. 
 

We are aware that we will need to continue working on our Monkolé language skills, 
and that it will take discipline to manage this once we are involved in other activities. 
 

Please do keep us up to date with your own news and prayer requests. Thank you 
for your support and prayers.

Why do so many people have to experience terrible suffering   
before death?  
 
This is a question which resonates with all of us, however much or 
little faith in God we have.  Why?  Why? 
 
At the outset we have to acknowledge that much of human suffering 
is because of man's inhumanity to man, and cannot be ñblamedò on 
God. Mankind chooses (for a variety of reasons) for example to spend 
vast amounts of resources on armaments which could otherwise be 
spent on improving the lot of the human race and eradicating illnesses 
through vaccinations and other forms of medication. And for all this 
we are to blame because it is the decision of governments (and of 
ourselves) to do these things. 
 
And so people suffer from hunger and disease, lack of water and 
sanitation because of our selfishness.  But we are also aware of     
suffering in other ways ï of people we have known and loved who 
have suffered great pain before their eventual release in death.  It 
seems that the will to live is so strong that we do not easily give up 
and give in. 
 
None of us would wish suffering on to another person, but at the 
same time I doubt if we would wish to become automatons, with no 
sense of feeling or compassion. Robots are helpful in the construction 
of cars but not when it comes to our need of help or love. 
 
And God has made us to be people who can love and be loved.  He 
took a risk when he created us that having given us the ability to 
choose, we might choose the wrong thing ï to be selfish instead of 
selfless, to inflict pain instead of showing compassion. 
 
God took a risk, just as human parents take a risk with their children ï 
to let them go, to let them grow up through the hard experiences of 
life.  He himself gave up his only Son to suffer death upon the Cross.   

Tough Questions  
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But we are told elsewhere ñIn all their afflictions he was afflicted.ò  
God himself suffers with his people, with you and me.  His heart 
bleeds, and yet he holds back from a quick fix, a magic solution. 
 
I have written this in a week that has seen the expose of abuse in a 
care home,  the death of two members in our congregations, the 
deaths of innocent civilians in Syria and Afghanistan ï and yet,       
despite these and other events we have had Ascension Day (on 2 
June) which reminds us that Jesus is not only risen from the dead, but 
that he is also ascended on high, sat at God's right hand, far above all 
rule and authority, Lord of lords and King of kings.  He is the One who 
now and in the future will bring an end to all suffering and pain.   In 
the meantime we place our faith in him and can be sure of the        
ultimate outcome.  We do not know all the answers to our questions 
at present, but one day, God willing,  we will.       - Ed Bangay

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THOUGHTS ON WYNDHAM PARK  
 

I went to visit Linda at Wyndham Park and was very impressed by 

the house and especially the view from the kitchen window.    
However, I was puzzled by the planning decisions which had been 

made.  No shops, no community centre, no pub, no church, no 
school, no bank, no bus route. Just lots and lots of houses.   

Oohwerr I thought, whatôs going on here?  I am supposed to be 
able to make sense of society.  At least thatôs what my university 
tutors thought when they awarded me a masterôs degree in social 

science.  
 

I suppose what is happening is that here we have a housing      
estate, slightly separate from the town of Yeovil so more like a  
village in its own right.  The planning decisions must have been 

based on a reflection of the change in the way society is          
constructed now.  People have cars to go shopping, go to work, 

take the children to school or child care.  So those things all take 
place away from home.  When people come home they are       
indoors in their own homes, watching TV, listening to music on 

iPods, playing computer games, living their lives online, paying 
bills, shopping, organising their banking, booking tickets for              

entertainment events, booking holidays. Community is             
experienced by social networking on Facebook, Twitter, e -mail 
etc. So all modern people need is a car to go out in and a house to 

come home to. Everything is catered for either away from home 
or in the home so no need for shops, buses, banks, pubs,       

community centres, school, church to be built alongside new 
homes.  
 

Well that is the sense I make of the way they have built Wyndham 
Park.  I might mourn the passing of the society I grew up in where 

people got together for social events and meals in one anotherôs 
houses or in the church hall or to worship God or all those good 
old things we used to do.  Do I really have to get used to living a 

new way?  Like most people I donôt like change but we all have to 
adapt or die off like the dinosaurs. The words of a song from my 

youth come back to me ï óyouôd better start swimming or sink like 
a stone for the times they are a changingô. 
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How do I hear God?  
......is a question often asked which has no straight answer.   Weôre 
quite good at talking to God through prayer but most of us are pretty 
rubbish at listening, probably because we donôt let him get a word in 
and havenôt practised. If we are to know Godôs plans for our lives we 
need to give Him space to speak. 
Hearing God begins with being open, the boy Samuel is told by his 
mentor Eli to say the following: ñSpeak Lord, for your servant is     
listening...ò (1 Sam 3v9)   
But where can we find the space and time to do this?  
When I came to Wick St Lawrence Church on interview for the Team 
Vicarôs role in nearby Worle, I looked up at the building and felt God 
say, ñI want this to be a place of sanctuary.ò   I believe God wants us 
to slow down and listen, so having now been appointed we are using 
the church to try and bring this about.  
Although St Lawrence, which is open during daylight hours, is near 
junction 21 of the M5 it is completely rural.   The peace in the church 
wraps itself around you as soon as you enter.  Testimonies to the 
peace proliferate in the visitorôs book ï itôs an ideal place to hear 
God.   Building on this peace and simplicity we created first seasonal, 
then this year, monthly Sanctuary Mornings in the church. We offer 
anyone the space to have some uninterrupted peace and quiet, say a 
prayer, light a candle and have a cup of tea (self -serve in the bell 
tower!)  
Since we began this ministry over 80 different people have come  
during these mornings. The ministry is very much óhands-off and over 
to the Holy Spiritô, but we are privileged to hear some stories.  One 
lady said she saved a fortune on an expensive retreat she was     
planning - an hour in the stillness had sorted her out and saved 
money. Another person,  not a church-goer, expressed in tears to our 
church warden the profound effect the quiet had had.   In the visitorôs 
book, someone else has written, ñSanctuary at St. Lawrence has been 
a wonderful time to refresh. I find the peace of the silence very   
helpful in allowing me space to pray for things that are going on in 
my life ....it helps me reflect on important issues without               
distractions.ò      
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Seeking the hundredth  
 
 

Itôs summer and itôs raining outside and yet 
we had the driest spring on record.  Whilst 
we English are teased for our incessant    
concern with the weather, the rhythm of 
the seasons matter, upon them our very life depends.  
 
We have just witnessed the season of Pentecost - an occasion to 
celebrate the first fruits of the harvest. It is a symbolic feast for us 
here in the UK, but in the Middle East it is critical: no first fruits = 
hunger and starvation for many.  

Sanctuary Mornings are still in their early days in Wick but itôs a    
simple pattern that other churches might easily adapt to their own 
situation and encourage others. 
 

As people learn to hear God, we offer these pointers as other ways to 
ótune inô outside of the Sanctuary Mornings: 
 

- As you ólistenô the words of a hymn or song may drift into your 
mind that make sense in your situation.  

- Often a Bible verse will surface briefly.  (The better you know your 
Bible, the more likely this will happen.)  

- Sometimes God speaks through words spoken in a talk or sermon 
which will come back into your mind as you listen.  

- Maybe a scene or picture will fleetingly come into your head which 
will have some meaning. 

- Perhaps a friend will say something, a remembered conversation, 
which will make an impression. God often speaks to us through 
those close to us. 

 

Godôs voice is rarely a blaring trumpet, it is more often very fleeting, a 
quiet whisper which we can only hear if we are attentive.    
May we all give Him space to speak.

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Christians celebrate Pentecost as the time when the Spirit was given 
to Godôs people. It is given at a time when crowds from all over the 
world gathered in Jerusalem, to worship God. Though of the same 
family, and of the same faith, their languages were different.  For 
Christians Pentecost marks the beginning of the church. 
 
When God created human beings He offered a blessing upon all  that 
he had created. Jesus tells us that God is not satisfied that ninety 
nine people flourish ï he is as concerned for the hundredth who does 
not. 
 
Pentecost leads to the beginning of a church that was noted for way 
in which it enabled people to flourish, whether they were poor,     
widows, orphans or aliens; all were welcome. Acts 2 speaks of goods 
shared, possessions sold, in order that each would have enough. By 
receiving whoever, the early Christians were recognising that in every 
one there is the ógoodnessô or the image of God. 
 
The dry spring has led many farmers to fear that their crops will fail 
this year. Food shortages or at least very expensive food is     
prophesied. In this country such realities are unusual. Supermarket 
shelves always seem full. For many around the world, life is short   
because food is short. 
We who are part of the ninety nine are called to look for the        
hundredth, whoever they are, and offer spiritual and material      
companionship.  Sometimes this is to help someone to find peace, 
truth, hope, faith and love. Sometimes it is to acknowledge that 
ósomeoneôs greed is anotherôs need.ô  Sometimes it is to act on behalf 
of people who are suffering from injustice, by advocating their cause. 
Your letter of protest may not seem much, but as one supermarket 
slogan has it, óEvery little helps.ô 
 
In this way we allow the Spirit of God to transform all his creation 
into that which flourishes and find a common language of hope and 
peace for all humanity.

Christian Self - Control  Facing temptation is never easy, and it is likely that 

Potiphar's wife was fairly tempting for Joseph. A loyal man, Joseph had been 

prosperous in Potiphar's house, and he was trusted implicitly by Potiphar. What 

a temptation Joseph faced when Potiphar's wife threw herself at him. Yet,  

instead of giving into an affair with her, he chose to run away. He refused her 

over and over again, until one day he left his cloak behind, and she turned and 

accused him of trying to attack her. Potiphar, believing his wife, had Joseph 

placed in jail, where he found favour in the eyes of the prison warden. From 

there, and through Godly circumstances and intervention, Joseph eventually 

went on to become the highest official in Egypt at the time.  

Joseph faced a lot of different temptations from Potiphar's wife to revenge on 

the brothers that sold him into slavery. Yet Joseph never wavered from his 

devotion to the Lord. His actions were always defined by his relationship and 

faith in God. When he turned down Potiphar's wife, it was with the words, "How 

then could I do such a wicked thing and sin against God?"  

We can all learn lessons from Joseph's self -control. It is so easy today to give 

into the temptations that Christians face. Sometimes it is actually harder work 

to walk away from temptation than to give into it. After all, there is so much 

peer pressure to drink, have sex, do drugs, not to go to church, and more.  

However, God rewards your self -control. Look at Joseph. While he spent a  

number of years in prison and as a slave, eventually he rose to the highest    

appointed position in Egypt and even found his family once again. God will   

eventually reward your self -control.
