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 A Letter from  

James Dudley-Smith (Rector) 
 

Dear friends 
 

I predict mass conversions over the next few weeks. People will      

suddenly be sticking the sign of the cross to their cars, wearing it on 

their shirts, sticking it in their windows. There will be great enthusiasm 

and passion, heartfelt singing, and only one topic of conversation é 

the football World Cup. 

 

People sometimes ask me what football team I support, and my usual 

answer is óEnglandô. Iôm not a football fanatic, but I can certainly get 

enthused by the World Cup each time it comes round, and join with 

everyone else in the high hopes we place on our team, which of course 

they never deserve and canôt live up to! So when England is knocked 

out of the competition I return swiftly to my general ignorance and 

carelessness about football. 

 

Happy optimism, eager zeal, and dashed hopes. That is the story of 

many peopleôs lives; they pin their hopes on a career, a relationship, a 

holiday, a lottery ticket, even a football team. And where do they turn 

when it all goes pear-shaped? Some turn in on themselves to a          

self-absorbed misery. 

 

But following Jesus is not like following Norwich City. He truly      

deserves our high hopes, and meets them without fail. He never flops, 

he never has an off-day, he is never unfit, he is always the victor 

against every opposition. Does that sound trite to you? Yet those who 

are true followers will always say that he has never let us down. 

 

I am not saying that it is easy to be a Christian, or that once you sign up 

with God life becomes a breeze. Far from it; Christians have all the 

problems other people face ï illness, bereavement, temptation,         

personal inadequacies ï and on top of that they also have to live out 
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their faith in a world that misunderstands, ridicules, or dislikes it. But 

we walk through the nightmares of life in the company of One who has 

promised never to leave or forsake us, who has proved his commitment 

at the cross, and who strengthens us for each day by his Spirit within 

us. And é he has personally won the victory already; the final future is 

safe. 

Donôt let your discipleship be like my football interest ï shallow and        

sporadic. I have been reading the book of Revelation recently, with all 

its graphic portrayal of persecution and opposition that the saints (i.e. 

all the Christian believers) have to undergo. And I had to stop and 

spend some time with the words of Revelation 13:10: óThis calls for 

patient endurance and faithfulness on the part of the saints.ô In other 

words, stick at it.
