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A Letter from
James Dudley-Smith (Rector)

We like to put up barriers, but Jesus came to break them down. Supremely of
course, we put up sin as a barrier between us and God; Jesus through his
death tears that barrier down, like the curtain in the Temple, so that we may
have access to the Father (Romans 5:1-2). For the Christian believer, this
does not mean that we may sometimes come into God’s presence when we
so choose (e.g. when we pray or when we come to church); it means that we
live in God’s presence all the time — when we are shopping, working,
witnessing, filling in our tax return, or clearing the drains.

It means that for Christian believers there is no barrier up to separate a holy
place from a non-holy place (your prayers are not more effective in a church
building). There is no barrier up between holy activities and non-holy
activities (God is not closer to you when you are singing hymns than when
you are cooking the tea). And there is no barrier up between the ‘ordinary
Christian’ and the ‘super-Christian’ — such a distinction just cannot exist,
because we all stand on the level ground at the foot of the cross.

I remind myself of this when I put on a clerical collar, or when I put on robes
in church. I am certainly no kind of special ‘holy man’. I am not a priest in
the Old Testament sense of somebody whose prayers and sacrifices are
specially acceptable to God. That distinction between priest and people is
done away with in the New Testament. Now we have Jesus as our High
Priest; and together all believers share in the royal priesthood of which Peter
writes (1 Peter 2:5,9). When Tim Lewis gets up on July 3he will wear a
clerical shirt and collar for the first time; but his ordination does not set him
apart from any other believer, except in one sense: that we believe him to be
called to a particular role in God’s church (as a full-time paid pastoral
teacher and leader). But that doesn’t make him, or me, any more important to
God or closer to God than anyone else.

As Pentecost fast approaches, we are reminded that we all have different
roles in God’s church, according to the gifts given to us by the ministry of
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the Holy Spirit, each of them useful and important. And we all belong
together in equal fellowship by the power of that same Spirit. Those of us
who believe in the Holy Spirit must seek to belong truly to God’s people, and
to serve faithfully with the gifts he gives.

THE LEPROSY MISSION

The Leprosy Mission is an International Christian developmen .

Our goal is to eradicate the causes and consequences 01 un>
disease.
We work in around 28 countries providing;
- leprosy treatment, general health care and health awareness
- training for national health staff on diagnosing leprosy and preventing
disability
- surgery and physiotherapy
- advocacy for equal rights for people affected by leprosy and othel
disabilities
- sustainable community development
- communitybased rehabilitation ( e.g. education, vocational training,
housing etc.)
- small business loans to help people affected by leprosy gain independen
and escape poverty.
Leprosy.Leprosy is caused by a myocobacterium which damages the nerv
in the cooler parts of the body. Although there is no specific vaccine, lepros
is curable with multdrug therapy. Within one day of starting MDT there is
no risk of the disease spreading to anyone else.
If leprosy is not treated it will attack the larger nerves that supply feeling tc
the hands, feet, eyes and parts of the face. This means that when peop
affected by leprosy hurt themselves, for example through treading or
something sharp or holding something hot, they do not feel pain and so it i
easy for them to ignore their injuries. This can lead to serious ulcers an
infection. Over time, repeated injury and infection cause the bones tc
shorten so the fingers, toes and feet may get smaller.
Helping with stamps We welcome all stamps, whether on or off paper,
providing they are not damaged. If possible, stamps on paper should hay
no more than 5mm of single thickness border around them. Please do nc
trim them so close that the perforations are damaged as this makes ther
worthless.
Helping with postcardsPlease pack postcards carefully as the condition of
the cards affects value. Avoid using elastic bands and paper clips.

The
journey took us through the most breathtaking spectacular
scenery along the shores of Loch Lomond. By the time we
returned a week later we had got to know each other well
enough to sing the song after being told the reason behind
the words.

At Oban we stopped for lunch and caught the ferry to Mull
then another coach journey to Fionnphort and another ferry
to Iona. We arrived at 5pm and were welcomed by the staff
of the Bishop’s house and shown to our rooms. Dinner
revived us, followed by Compline at 8-15pm, a service in the
Abbey at 9pm and then silence from 10pm until lunch time
the next day. Breakfast was fun and as this was the pattern
for the week we all got very good at signing to one another
e.g. pass the marmalade please.

The day started with Eucharist at 8am, breakfast and then
some bible teaching on John 14 to 17; followed by free time
to contemplate what we had heard/imaginative prayer/lectio
divina. Lunch at 1pm when we all started talking again.
Then the afternoons were free to explore the island, shop till
you drop in the four shops, talk to the sheep, visit the
Abbey, paint pictures, take photos, go on a boat trip to
Staffa to see Fingal’s Cave, Puffins, and Seals etc. We all
made it back to the house by 5pm for a cup of tea and
homemade cake. Dinner at 7pm, Compline 8-15pm and the
Abbey at 9pm. So went the pattern of every day.

Walking to the Abbey in the light was OK but a bit hairy
coming back by torch light over muddy fields, rocks and two
streams. Fun though. Worship in the Abbey was like
nothing I have ever experienced before. On the first evening
the children had organised it and were stood in the centre of
a circle of chairs waving a banner with a name on. There
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were 12 of these circles and we were invited to join one of
the 12 tribes of Israel for a picnic. The picnic was bread and
wine and this was their communion service. We sang
unfamiliar songs. There was lots of noise as the children had
shakers, rain sticks, African drums, ukeles, tambourines; but
they were amazingly quiet during the prayers and the
sermon. The children administered the bread and wine and
at the end of the service we danced in a huge procession out
of the abbey into the cloisters where we were given tea and
cake.
Every service in the Abbey was different and very moving.
Most ended in the cloisters with some excuse for everyone to
talk to people they did not know. One such excuse was to
be given an oatcake as you went through the door and
invited to share it with someone you had never met before.
I got to meet people from Germany, Australia, New York and
all over the British Isles. A memorable week in beautiful
surroundings, when I met with God in all kinds of ways.

Christian Gentleness

Ruth was not a Hebrew woman, but she loved her mother -in-law so much that,
after her husband died, she went to live with Naomi in Naomi's homeland. In
order to help with food, Ruth offers to pick through the grain left behind in

the fields. She comes to a field owned by Boaz. Now, Boaz knows all that Ruth
has been helping and caring for Naomi, so he tells his workers to not only allow
Ruth to pick the leftover grain, but he also tells them to drop extra grain for

her and allows her to drink the water from his well.

While it may not seem like a big deal that Boaz allowed Ruth to gather the
leftover grain or even had his men drop extra grain, it was. In most other
fields Ruth would have been harassed or placed in danger. However, Boaz
showed her great kindness coming from a gentle spirit.

We often face situations where we have to make a choice on how we treat
people. How do you treat the new kid in school? What about the boy who
doesn't quite fit in? Do you stand up for those that are being teased or
bullied? If you see a girl drop her books, do you stop to help her pick them up?
You would be amazed how these gentle acts and kind words affect people.

While everyone else may think you are crazy for speaking kindly of people or
avoiding gossip and unkind words, God knows that your actions come from a
gentle heart. It's not always easy to be gentle. Sometimes we get angry or
selfish, but allow God to change your heart from those selfish ways to put you

in the other person's shoes. Allow your heart to be moved so that it becomes
more gentle over time.

Prayer Focus This week focus your prayers on gaining a gentle r
heart. Try to think of times you could have offered a kind work or a
helping hand, and ask God to help you remember those times when you
face similar situations. Ask Him to guide you and help you be more
gentle toward those that need it.
