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 A Letter from 

James Dudley-Smith (Rector) 
 

Dear friends 
 

At the time of writing it looks as though our time together at St. Andrewôs 

will draw to a close at some point during the month of May. There will be 

some sighs of relief, no doubt, but I think it has been a joyful time of sharing 

and growing together, made all the more special by our celebrations of Easter 

in the middle. Jesus is risen, and he has been with us. 

 

Some have made new friends; Christian fellowship extends beyond the 

boundaries of any single church, and it has been good to find Christ in people 

we may not have known so well before. How will you maintain those        

enriching links? 

 

Some have moved out of their comfort zones: into a different building,     

sitting with different people, experiencing different styles of service. People 

said many things about Jesus, but they never said he was stuck in a rut. Itôs 

good for us to get out of our ruts as well. 

 

Some have worked very hard to make it all happen. And we are so grateful to 

the churchwardens (especially Jenny and David), musicians, Kath Upton, 

leaders of the cr¯che and of the childrenôs and youth work, and of course 

many others who have served God and the rest of us. They challenge us all, I 

hope, to serve the Servant King with all our hearts.

At the start of his ministry he called his disciples to 

him, and at the end he sent them out with his Holy Spirit to preach the good 

news. We too must constantly come to him, and go out for him. óAs the    

Father has sent me, so I am sending youô (John 20:21).
