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 A Letter from  

James Dudley-Smith (Rector) 

Dear friends 
 

I read in a book this Summer that we in the West need to give up our     

óhand-cream version of Christianity.ô Itôs a vivid image, isnôt it? Hand cream 

is optional ï I canôt be bothered with it myself. Hand-cream can be soft and 

soothing, it can be clean and neat and perfumed. It is smooth and gentle. At 

best it can be a mild help for a minor ailment. 

 

But Christianity ï real Christianity ï is not smooth or mild. It tells the     

abrasive news that we are sick and dying under the judgement of God, and in 

need of a radical rescue ï the sort that requires wood and nails and a       

hammer. But that radical rescue is good news, wonderful news, far better and 

deeper and more powerful than hand cream. Hand cream Christianity is no 

good for the spiritually lost, the terminally ill, the defeated, the lonely, the 

hopeless. They donôt need to be soothed, they need to be saved. Hand cream 

Christianity has nothing to say about riots in our cities or famine in Somalia. 

The book I was reading was a commentary on the prophet Micah, and       

certainly the Old Testament prophets offer only strong, strong medicine. 

Take this for example: 

 

óWrithe in agony, O Daughter Zion, like a woman in labour, for now you 

must leave the city to camp in the open field. You will go to Babylon; there 

you will be rescued. There the Lord will redeem you out of the hands of your 

enemies.ô (Micah 4:10). 

 

Israel has done wrong, Israel will be punished, and Israel will be exiled into 

Babylon. But then there will be rescue, a salvation, a new start with a God 

who does not give up on them. 

 

Do you have friends, neighbours, work colleagues who need to hear this 

hard, uncompromising, but wonderful message of the gospel? Iôm sure you 

do. Can you pray for someone to bring to Back to Church Sunday? Or to 

Christianity Explored (to start in October)? Would you yourself benefit from 

joining a Fellowship Group? Can you join us for First Wednesday? 
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What do you need for this Autumn, as you seek to embrace the gospel of 

Christ for yourself, and share it with others?

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The Bible Mid Week Meeting (BMW) 
From time to time notice is given in the weekly notices of the Bible Mid 
Week Meeting (BMW) and it has been suggested that an explanation of the 
BMW would be helpful. 
The BMW meets in the East Coker Village Hall on the third Wednesday of 
each month at 7.30pm.  We started meeting just over ten years ago in     
response to a desire by a number of people in the area for expository Bible 
preaching. To help us understand God's word more fully, it was felt that we 
should give more time to working through a passage of the Bible than is 
usually possible in church services on Sundays. Initially we were the Mid 
Week Meeting and we met in East Coker parish church but after a few years 
it was suggested that we should change our name so that people would 
more readily understand the purpose of the meeting. And we decided to 
move to the Village Hall which offers better parking, access ς and warmth in 
winter!

is faithfully and clearly taught, then we hear God speaking to us. And our

Hence our emphasis on expository Bible      
preaching. 
The format of the BMW is a simple service of the word with prayers and 
songs and the reading of the Bible passage that is to be preached. The 
meeting lasts an hour of which about half is taken up by the sermon. We 
alternate our sermon series between the Old and New Testaments. So, this 
year we preached through Genesis 1-12 from January to July and from     
August to November we are preaching Luke 18. Our Carol Service each year 
is intended as an outreach service which is accessible even to those who are 
unfamiliar with the gospel message. There is a different preacher each 
month and we are grateful to those local preachers and those who come 
from further afield for the time that they devote to us. At the end of each 
meeting there is always coffee and tea and, since we all come from different 
churches and fellowships ς some quite distant ς this gives us the               
opportunity to get to know one another and to encourage one another in 
our Christian walk.  Occasionally we have a treat such as a choc ice! And  
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after our Carol Service we have mince pies and mulled wine. 
We praise God that over the years he has blessed the BMW in many ways. 
Our desire is not to increase our numbers for the sake of it but so that many

Outward Giving from St John's....... 

where does the money go?           
Both church councils (St Andrewôs and St Johnôs) have agreed to follow the Biblical      

principles of giving and, because this is to be done with prayerful consideration, before the 

recent meeting of the finance committee a group met to pray and propose how the outward 

giving from St John's should be apportioned. The group consisted of the Beyond Yeovil 

Group whose remit is to focus on things beyond our own immediate parish concerns, plus 

others who had some involvement in this aspect of church life. 

As you will see from the table below, groups or individuals we support fall into three     

categories: Overseas e.g. Hilary and Marc Deneufchâtel and TEAR fund; U.K. Groups e.g. 

Church Urban Fund and CAP; and local groups e.g. the Lord's Larder and the Night Shelter. 

Some of this giving is committed for set periods for example Hilary and Marc and the Lord's 

Larder as these monies affect the budgets of individuals relying on them, to whom we have 

promised support for a specific time. Other recipients may alter next time round. 

Some of the names on the list below may not be familiar to everyone so over the coming 

year each month in Focus there will be an article about one or more of our recipients so that 

the parish as a whole will know not only where the money goes but what is done with it 

when it gets there!

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What is an evangelical?  

Reflections following the death of John Stott 

on July 27
th

 2011  

- by James Dudley -Smith  

 

John Stott was a Church of England minister, for many years 

the Rector of All Soulõs Church, Langham Place, in London. He 

became acknowledged as one of the great Christian leaders of 

our time: a pastor, evangelist, writer (apparently he wrote more 

than 50 books, though I only have about 30 of them myself); 

he was a renowned speaker, teacher, and preacher across every 

continent, awarded six honorary doctorates, and honoured in 

many other ways. To me, he was ôUncle Johnõ. He and my father 

were lifelong friends, and I can thoroughly recommend my    

fatherõs biography of John Stott, in two large and fascinating 

hardback volumes. ôUncle Johnõ used to come and visit us in 

our family home through my growing up, and I have heard him 

speak and preach many times, in Cambridge, London,          

Amsterdam, Oxford, Wimborne, Blackpool, and Salisbury. You 

can hear some of his sermons at allsouls.org . 
 

He was the undoubted figurehead of ôevangelicalsõ in the 

Church of England for decades. And now I have used a jargon 

word which needs some explanation. What is an evangelical? In 

the Church of England, there are different theological      

groupings which might be said to fall under the broad headings 

of ôAnglo-Catholicõ, ôLiberalõ, and ôEvangelicalõ. Some try to 

combine aspects of more than one position, and some of 

course refuse any such label at all. But I am proud to call      

myself an evangelical. Why?  
 

John Stott wrote a pamphlet in 1977, with the title, ôWhat is an 

evangelical?õ In the introduction he says this: ôWe should not 

retain the designation evangelical because we are awkward  

customers, cussed, angular, and other horrid thingsé. Nor   

because we want to retain a separate identity in order to make 

ourselves more comfortable, and more secure. We do not retain 

our separate identity because we live in the past é. On the  
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contrary, I suggest we retain the designation because there are 

certain distinctive convictions that we cherish which we must 

on no account surrender, and to which we must bear faithful 

witnesséõ 
 

He goes on to elucidate two major distinctive convictions. First: 

ôWe evangelicals are Bible peopleõ. We believe that God has 

spoken fully and finally in his Son Jesus Christ, and in the     

biblical witness to Christ. We believe that Scripture is precisely 

the written speech of God, and that because it is Godõs word it 

has supreme authority over the Church. The supremacy of 

Scripture has always been and always will be the first hallmark 

of an evangelical.õ Stott says that the Lord Jesus himself had a 

humble, reverent submission to Godõs written Scripture, and 

our attitude to it should be the same. He says that the official 

position of the Church of England in the 39 articles, and in the 

more recently revised Canons, is ôthe supreme authority of 

Scripture, with tradition and reason having an important but 

subordinate place in the elucidation of Scripture.õ John Stott 

says that, and I say ôAmen!õ I am eager that we in Yeovil should 

seek to teach and preach from the Bible, to guide our church 

life by the Bible, and to read, trust, obey, and love the Bible in 

our own Christian lives.  
 

John Stottõs second distinctive of evangelical people is this: ôWe 

evangelicals are Gospel peopleõ. é If we are asked what the 

Gospel is, we begin of course, by saying that it is the good 

news of Jesus Christ, Godõs only Son who entered the world and 

became human for us. He died for our sins, in our place, as our 

substitute on the cross, rose again, é was exalted to heaven, 

and has sent the Holy Spirit with great power to his waiting 

people.õ The Gospel, he says, is good news of a new life of  

freedom and forgiveness. It is also good news of a new society 

or community called the Church where there is love, witness 

and social influence. It is also good news of a new world which, 

through the power of Christõs resurrection, will be brought into 

existence when history reaches its goal. Again, I want to say 

ôAmenõ. Yeovil needs good news, and we who know Christ have 

good news to share ð a Gospel of Godõs saving love to sinners.

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guide stopped in front of the first section and said, ' This is the Receiving 
Section. Here, all petitions to God said in prayer are received. I looked 
around in this area, and it was terribly busy with so many angels sorting out 
petitions  written  on  voluminous  paper  sheets  and scraps from people all  
over the world.  
Then we moved on down a long corridor until we reached the second     
section. The angel then said to me, "This is the Packaging and Delivery  
Section. Here, the graces and blessings the people asked for are processed 
and delivered to the living persons who asked for them." I noticed again 
how busy it was there. There were many angels working hard at that      
station, since so many blessings had been requested and were being    
packaged for delivery to Earth. 
Finally at the farthest end of the long corridor we stopped at the door of a 
very small station. To my great surprise, only one angel was seated there, 
idly doing nothing. "This is the Acknowledgment Section, my angel friend 
quietly admitted to me. He seemed embarrassed." How is it that there is no 
work going on here?' I asked. "So sad," the angel sighed. "After people   
receive the blessings that they asked for, very few send back                 
acknowledgments" "How does one acknowledge God's blessings?" I asked? 
"Simple," the angel answered. Just say, "Thank you, Lord." "What blessings 
should they acknowledge?" I asked.  
"If you have food in the refrigerator, clothes on your back, a roof overhead 
and a place to sleep you are richer than 75% of this world. If you have 
money in the bank, in your wallet, and spare change in a dish, you are 
among the top 8% of the world's wealthy." "If you woke up this morning 
with more health than illness, you are more blessed than the many who will 
not even survive this day."  
"If you have never experienced the fear in battle, the loneliness of          
imprisonment, the agony of torture, or the pangs of starvation ... you are 
ahead of 700 million people in the world."  
"If you can attend a church without the fear of harassment, arrest, torture 
or  death  you  are  envied  by,  and  more blessed than, three billion people  
in the world."  
"If your parents are still alive and still married ...you are very rare."  
"If you can hold your head up and smile, you are not the norm, you're 
unique to all those in doubt and despair......."  
 

Ok, what now? How can I start? 
ATTN: Acknowledge Dept. "Thank you Lord, for giving me the ability to 
share this message and for giving me so many wonderful people with whom 
to share it. "  
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'After the riots ... what's wrong with our society?'   
 

I expect, like me, you have heard a variety of answers to the above question 
in recent weeks, from politicians, journalists, and perhaps some from church 
leaders. Tim Lewis preached at St. Johnôs in August on fearing God, and it 
seems to me that this is what is lacking. Yes, people lack respect for one 
another, but that is a symptom not a cause. The cause is that we have     
become a society with no fear of God. 
 

Tim said that to fear God is óto trust him, know him, love him, and obey himô. 
And yet Godôs ways have been largely ignored and forgotten not just by   
todayôs young people, but also by their parents and perhaps even by their 
grandparents. Itôs not just that people donôt obey Godôs law; they donôt even 
know what it is. 
 

The Ten Commandments are very revealing; letôs consider a few in reverse 
order. The tenth commandment says óDo not covetô. But todayôs people 
covet all the time é this is what drives a consumer society. Everyone wants 
the best, the latest, the most expensive, even if you canôt afford it. The main 
focus of the August rioting in our cities was looting; suddenly people could 
help themselves to the things they thought they longed for ï designer 
clothes, trainers, smartphones, and so on. The eighth commandment says: 
óDo not steal,ô but our society says, óDo not get caughtô. The MPs carried on 
claiming unjustified expenses until they were caught. The journalists carried 
on phone-hacking until they got caught. It shouldnôt be a great surprise that 
the less privileged carry on stealing until they get caught. 
 

Commandment number 7 says, óDo not commit adulteryô, and yet our       
society has treated sex like a free commodity, ignored Godôs will for life-long 
marital faithfulness, and has thereby spawned generations without           
role-models of commitment, trust, and true love. How many of the young 
looters were from broken homes, or from unmarried parents? Marriage is 
the base unit of a stable society under Godôs blessing. 
 

Commandment number 5 says, óHonour your father and motherô. But in a 
society where marriage breaks down too easily, relationships between the 
generations are likely to break down too. Parents are no longer respected as 
figures of authority and restraint; and they may show little self-restraint too. 
Many young people are formed more by their peers (and their gangs) than 
by their families. It is in the family that patterns of respect, manners, morals, 
and values should be learnt and shared. 

Tough Questions  
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Commandment number 2 says, óYou shall not make for yourself an idol éô 
But today people worship things as if they were gods. For many people our 
sense of self is derived from what we own, the status-symbols we can      
display. Whether itôs bling round the neck, or a Porsche in the garage, or a 
posh education for our children, everyone wants to show what they pay for. 
It doesnôt matter how you get it (through huge debt, fiddling expenses, or 
plain looting); what matters is whether you have it. 
 

And the first commandment brings us to the heart of it all. óYou shall have no 
other gods before me.ô But the people of our country no longer know who 
God is, and they worship the things they can own, not the Creator God who 
made and owns them. 
 

You may think I have written harshly, blaming people I donôt know for 
wrongs whose causes are more complicated than I could expect to          
understand. Let me add three thoughts. 
 

1) The blame is not all to be laid at the door of the individual rioters and 
looters. Why do they not fear God? Because the church has not told 
them they should. We, Godôs church, are called to be salt and light in 
our world. You canôt blame the meat for going bad; thatôs what meat 
does. But if the salt does not stop it from going bad, you need to ask 
what is wrong with the salt. 

 

2) I have no right to point fingers at others, without recognizing exactly the 
same sins in my own heart. I too have broken the Ten Commandments, 
and so have you. We all covet, we all have our idols, and Jesus would 
call us murderers and adulterers too (in thought, if not in deed, see  
Matthew 5:21-28). I am no better than the rioters and looters, and I am 
utterly dependent on Godôs mercy to forgive me for my grievous wrongs 
against him and against others. My sins required the death of the Lord 
Jesus Christ himself, without which I would be condemned without hope 
for ever. 

 

3)We saw for a few nights in August what humanity without fear of God is 
really like. The surprise is not how horrid it is, but that it manages to be 
a bit less horrid than that most of the time. If a society without fear of 
God is like that, then we must redouble our efforts and do what Godôs 
people should be doing: praying for God to change things, modelling 
the beauty of a godly life, and turning more and more people to Christ 
for his grace and forgiveness: for only then can they know his power to 
transform them, and our whole society.

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CHRISTIANITY AND COMMUNITY  

AND FAMILY LIFE  
This is an excerpt from ôCatching God at Workõ by John Mitchell (a member of St 

Johnõs Church.) 

  The history of the Christian faith provides abundant examples of the part 

it has played in every aspect of human thought and behaviour. It has shaped 

the lives of individuals and families and nations and its waning influence    

today in our own country and elsewhere can be seen as one of the causes, 

in truth the chief cause, of the increasing chaos in our families and hence in 

our society. Contracts and accountability abound in employment, in      

business negotiations and in the insurance of goods. But we are in too great 

numbers either ignoring or breaking the commitment of marriage that is 

designed to help safeguard our closest and most important human          

relationship. This commitment is even more vitally necessary where       

children are involved. We now have an unprecedented incidence of divorce 

and of cohabitation and of births outside marriage. In certain parts of the 

UK more than 50 percent of children are now born to unmarried mothers. 

This has resulted in huge costs not only in terms of finance and the need for 

extra housing but even more importantly in terms of human unhappiness, 

especially for children. The unmet needs of so many of them are giving rise 

to anger, frustration and violence and a high incidence of mental illness.   

Angry young people increasingly find a sense of belonging in their peer 

groups rather than their families and there is a more sinister pattern of  

adolescent crime than we have previously experienced. One of our      

problems is that we are no longer ashamed of our behaviour. 

We also have record levels of sexually transmitted diseases, teenage 

pregnancies and abortions, in spite of the availability of contraceptives. We 

are now destroying around 200,000 foetuses a year. There is an epidemic of 

drug and alcohol abuse and obesity in which many cases are due to spiritual 

deprivation and the emptiness that results. The cult of greed and instant 

gratification is leading to a high incidence of excessive private debt fuelled by 

unwise levels of borrowing and spending and a massive increase in gambling. 

These have already got us into serious trouble and are contributing to    
existing poverty. They arise, in part, from our lack of a belief in judgement 

and a recognition of our responsibility for ourselves and others. We do not 

have an adequate sense of what we owe to each other as Godõs children. 
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These problems are not normal or sustainable  phenomena as familiarity 

might lead us to suppose: they all of them carry a high price in human     

misery that we cannot endlessly afford.  

Christian belief and practice has given rise to the greatest outpouring of 

unselfish service to mankind that the world has seen and we must somehow 

recapture a concern for people; for family, neighbours and community ð and 

above all for God. There has never been a golden age but each generation 

has to recognise its own particular ills to which the faith needs to be seen as 

relevant and to which appropriate responses need to be made. Sadly, like all 

else in human affairs, the faith has not always been associated with integrity, 

all too often giving rise to internal and external conflict and to persecution, 

for which repentance and requests for forgiveness have been required. It 

seems that the more  wonderful the gifts we are given the more of a mess 

we make of them. Blind, intolerant faith, in whatever deity or ideology it is 

placed, can distract us from the here and now and separate us from our 
neighbours. It has also been a pernicious cause of fanaticism and violence 

and bloodshed throughout history and continues to be so today. Jesus 

taught us to pray to the Father that his name might be glorified, his kingdom 

might come and his will be done. It remains our privilege and our priority to 

seek the coming of his kingdom above all else in our own lives and in our 

communities, as far as we can come to understand what that means for us.

Correspondence between Muyunda and myself has been limited over the 
past few months. However, having emailed recently, he has acknowledged 
the email and will write in full ready for October's issue of Focus. The 
Rev Charley Thomas, Dean of Lusaka and Muyunda's mentor, will 
be travelling to England this month and staying with us for a few days. All 
being well, he will come to St John's on Sunday 18th September. This is an 
ideal time for people to make him welcome (he has preached at St John's  
before) and to hear more about Muyunda. 
Muyunda's last email in June was as follows: 
  
Greetings friends. Here we are well. Cynthia who is teaching the Grade 6 at 
Kamatipa Basic school has a register of 105 pupils in the class. Daily        
attendance is not less than 75, the class should have 40 pupils. Class starts 
from 12hr to 17hr. 
Last time I talked about the maize that I have started harvesting. We used 
to go over on Saturdays. So within Monday to Friday the maize was stolen. 
So we have lost about 6 bags and we have 8 bags of maize at home. 
On May 14th Mindola Community visited the State Prison here in Kitwe, 
about 17km from the town. St John's Seminary, Teez, Ywcy and Mindola 
Theological College formed this community and we do have a joint worship 
and prayers which take place every first weeks of a month and all the       
collection goes to the prison. By the time we went there were 2140 male 
inmates and 47 females with their 6 children aged from 1 week to 3 years. A 
priest from the Catholics preached and we gave things like soap, salt,    
cooking oil, sugar and so on. I was team leader on this visit. 
We have a new priest at my church, Father Luonda. 
Please pray for my trip to Western Province where I hope to work once I 
have completed training. I need to open up with the people there. I am 
meeting Father Charley to discuss the trip.     - Flic Streatfeild

Commandment 

The First Commandment -  Putting God First  Christians often 

think of ôother godsõ as being gods found in other religions or              

old-fashioned idols. However, Godõs intentions are deeper than          

preventing his people from following another religion. He wants      

Christians to put him first all of the time. Not because he is an         

egotistical, self -centered bully but because he loves his people so much 

that he wants them to love him in the same way. He knows that the only 

way his children are fulfilled is through his love.  

It is easy to think that believing in God and having no idols is enough. 

But God wants his children completely in every part of their day and 

life. If Christians are not completely focused on him, they are in danger 

of worshiping whatever has taken his place as the focus in their life. If 

Christians always find their spare moments filled with thoughts of     

another person or activity, one that is not concerned with God, there is 

a possibility that they have created an idol for themselves.  This is a 

hard law for adults to understand and obey. Christians must focus on 

God with all their heart, soul, mind, and strength so that no idol slips in 

to take his place.  

We begin a new series in the Young Saints pages this month based on the Ten 

Commandments. 

God gave the Ten Commandments to guide the daily lives of His children, 

therefore Christians need to know and understand them. Both adults and    

children often think that the Ten Commandments are just a list of dos and 

donõts. They are seldom seen as more than specific (and very rigid) rules.   

However, God also intended them to be used guidelines that can help Christians 

make decisions about things and therefore useful for every step in their lives. 

As a result, it is important that Christians learn the Ten Commandments, the 

principals they reflect, and how they apply to every situation in life.
