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 A Letter from 

James Dudley-Smith (Rector) 
 

Dear friends 
 
 

Why do clergy always have three points? Once again, I have. 

 

 

1. Lent. Traditionally, Lent is a period of spiritual preparation for Good    

Friday and Easter. What forms a good preparation for our remembrance of 

the crucifixion of Jesus, and our celebration of his resurrection? Giving up 

caffeine or television is fine; but will it only make you feel good about   

yourself? That is not the point of Lent at all. In Luke 5:8 Simon Peter was 

made to feel bad about himself (óLord, I am a sinful man!ô) by seeing the true 

power and glory of Jesus. That would make for a much better preparation; 

spend time refreshing your walk with Christ, your knowledge of him and his 

holiness and majesty. Read a whole gospel. Or read a good book (óKnowing 

Godô by J.I. Packer; or óYou can changeô by Tim Chester; or óTurning 

Pointsô or óDistinctivesô by Vaughan Roberts). To see Jesus better is to see 

yourself better, and walk humbly with your God. 

 

 

2. Giving. In February we spent a Sunday considering our giving and        

reviewing our finances from 2009. If you missed the services that Sunday, 

may I ask you please to pick up the leaflet entitled óUnderstanding our      

Finances 2010ô from the back of St. Andrewôs. The PCC and I want our    

finances to be open and understandable, and to be of concern to everyone. 

The ministry and mission of St. Johnôs and St. Andrewôs is expensive but 

vital, and it is the responsibility of us all. The leaflet asks us all to review our 

giving afresh, to make a serious, prayerful and bold decision about what we 

should give, and to do what is right for each one of us, under Godôs leading. 

Please join with us in this. 

 

 

3. AGMs. The Annual General Meetings of our churches are rapidly         

approaching. St. Johnôs is on Wednesday April 7th; St. Andrewôs on Sunday 
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April 25th. As well as all the important matters of electing officers and      

receiving reports, I would like you to feel that you are able to ask questions 

at these meetings, so that the things you are concerned about and interested 

in can be raised as far as possible. Written questions can be submitted in   

advance, via a box at the back of St. Andrewôs. 

 

And a final thought from óLiving the cross-centred lifeô by C.J. Mahaney: óI 

donôt know what tomorrow holds, but I do know this: Because of the cross, 

Iôll be doing much better than I deserve. Thatôs why, for the rest of my life, I 

want only to move deeper into the wonderful mystery of Godôs love for me.ô 
 

With all best wishes ï James.
